Stop the Colombia FTA

Dear AIDS and Anti-Globalization Activists:

You hear a lot about Free Trade Agreements and why you should fight against them.  This is your chance to stop the Colombia Free Trade Agreement with just 2 phone calls!
In the next few weeks, the US Congress is likely to consider a trade deal with Columbia that could limit access to lifesaving medication in Columbia. Rep. Clarke, from Brooklyn, is on the fence about her support for this trade deal.

Can you call Brooklyn Congressmember Clarke and Speaker Pelosi today and ask them to oppose the US-Columbia Free Trade Agreement? Call-in info and a sample script are below.

Congressmember Clarke  is being lobbied hard to support the trade deal by corporate lobbyists and fellow Members of Congress. In spite of all this pressure, Rep. Clarke has yet to say she will support the deal.  Speaker Pelosi has also said that she is opposed, and has the power to stop the agreement but we need to force them to stand strong!  We have an important opportunity to encourage them to oppose this trade deal that would: 
· preserve the exclusivity of clinical trial data, which drug companies use as a back-door way to expand patent lengths and keep low-cost generics out of reach for longer periods of time, and 
· maintain twenty year monopolies on life-saving medication that is priced out of reach of millions of low-income people.
This trade deal can be defeated, and the first step is to get Congressmember Clarke to oppose the free trade agreement publicly.

"I am someone who cares deeply about people's right to access life-saving medication, and I am calling to ask Rep. Clarke to oppose the Colombia-US free trade agreement. This agreement would limit poor countries' right to access low-cost generic medication. Will Rep. Clarke be opposing the Colombia-US free trade agreement?"
