Who’s Who on the Hill and in the Administration (around global AIDS)

Senate

· Harry Reid (NV) – Senate Majority Leader, in charge of all Democrats in the Senate. If he wants something to happen, it happens.

· Daniel Inouye (HI) – Chair of the Senate Appropriations Committee. He oversees all thirteen Appropriations subcommittees.

· Patrick Leahy (VT) – Chair of the Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on State and Foreign Operations. He’s responsible for how much money goes to global AIDS every year.

· Tom Harkin (IA) – Chair of the Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on Labor, Health and Human Services. He’s responsible for a portion of the funding for the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, TB and Malaria.

· John Kerry (MA) – Chair of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee, and a champion of global AIDS funding. If he gets upset that global AIDS programs, which he’s worked hard authorize billions of dollars for, aren’t being funded fully, he can work inside the Senate to get his colleagues on the Appropriations Committee to increase funding. He can also put forward amendments on the floor of the Senate to increase funding for global AIDS.

· Richard Lugar (IN) – Ranking Republican on the Senate Foreign Relations Committee, and a champion of global AIDS funding. If he gets upset that global AIDS programs, which he’s worked hard authorize billions of dollars for, aren’t being funded fully, he can work inside the Senate to get his colleagues on the Appropriations Committee to increase funding. He can also put forward amendments on the floor of the Senate to increase funding for global AIDS.

· Chuck Schumer (NY) – Third most powerful Senator. He can help push for more global AIDS funding by pressuring his colleagues on the Appropriations Committee.

· Arlen Specter (PA) – Member of the Senate Appropriations Committee, including the Foreign Operations and Labor, Health and Human Services. He’s championed funding for global AIDS in the past, and can help increase funding through his work with the Appropriations Committee.
· Frank Lautenberg (NJ) – Member of the Senate Appropriations Committee, and the Foreign Operations Subcommittee. He can support increased funding for global AIDS.
· Barbara Mikulski (MD) – Member of the Senate Appropriations Committee, and the Foreign Relations subcommittee. She can support increased funding for global AIDS, and is a potential champion for funding of global AIDS.
· Dick Durbin (IL) – The second most powerful Senator, he is the Senate Majority Whip. His responsibility is to make sure Democrats all vote together on key issues. He also serves on the Appropriations Committee, and the Foreign Operations and Labor, Health and Human Services subcommittees. He considers himself to be a champion of global AIDS funding.
· Diane Feinstein (CA) - Member of the Senate Appropriations Committee, and the Foreign Relations subcommittee. She can support increased funding for global AIDS.
· Sam Brownback (KS) – Republican who supports funding for global AIDS. He can pressure Republicans to support more funding, and introduce amendments on the floor to increase funding for global AIDS.
· Olympia Snowe (ME) – Moderate republican who has supported increased global AIDS funding the past. She can introduce amendments on the floor to increase funding for global AIDS, and can get her Republican colleagues to support more money.
· Susan Collins (ME) – Moderate republican who has supported increased global AIDS funding the past. She can introduce amendments on the floor to increase funding for global AIDS, and can get her Republican colleagues to support more money.
· Lamar Alexander (TN) – Republican on the Appropriations Committee, and Labor, Health and Human Services Subcommittee. He can push for more global AIDS funding. He is also the Chair of the Republican Conference, so he helps set the Republican legislative agenda.
· James Webb (VA) – Member of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee. He can work inside the Senate to get his colleagues on the Appropriations Committee to increase funding. He can also put forward amendments on the floor of the Senate to increase funding for global AIDS.
House

· Nancy Pelosi (San Francisco, CA) – The Speaker of the House, in charge of all Democrats in the House. If she wants something done, it’s much more likely to get done.
· Howard Berman (Van Nuys, CA – north of LA)  - The chairman of the House Committee on Foreign Affairs. He worked hard to get PEPFAR reauthorized, and he cares about its success. He can push his colleagues on the Appropriations Committee to include more funding for PEPFAR and the Global Fund, and can introduce amendments on the floor to increase funding (although it’s much harder to introduce amendments in the House, usually). 
· Ileana Ros-Lehtinen (Miami and Key West, FL) – The ranking Republican on the House Committee on Foreign Affairs. She’s a supporter of increased global AIDS funding, and helped reauthorize PEPFAR. She an push his colleagues on the Appropriations Committee to include more funding for PEPFAR and the Global Fund, and can introduce amendments on the floor to increase funding (although it’s much harder to introduce amendments in the House, usually).
· Nita Lowey (Westchester County/White Plains, NY) – The chairwoman of the House Appropriations Subcommittee on Foreign Operations. She’s responsible for all global AIDS funding.
· Patrick Kennedy (Rhode Island) – On the House Appropriations Committee, and the Labor, Health and Human Services Subcommitte (where a piece of Global Fund funding is found). He’s a potential champion of more funding for global AIDS. 
· Lucille Roybal-Allard (Los Angeles, CA) - On the House Appropriations Committee, and the Labor, Health and Human Services Subcommitte (where a piece of Global Fund funding is found). She’s a potential champion of more funding for global AIDS. 
· Jesse Jackson, Jr (Chicago, IL) – 2nd most powerful Democrat on the House Appropriations Subcommittee on Foreign Operations, where global AIDS funding is housed. He’s been a strong supporter of global AIDS funding the past, and can use his position on the subcommittee to push for more funding. He’s also on the Labor Health and Human Services subcommittee.
· Chaka Fattah (Philadelphia, PA) – On the House Appropriations Committee. He’s a potential champion, and can push his colleagues to include more funding for global AIDS, and introduce amendments to increase funding at the Committee level. He is not on any relevant subcommittees.
· Barbara Lee (Oakland, CA) - On the House Appropriations Subcommittee on Foreign Operations, where global AIDS funding is housed. She’s been a very strong supporter of global AIDS funding the past, and can use her position on the subcommittee to push for more funding. She is also chairwoman of the Congressional Black Caucus.
· Betty McCollum (St. Paul, MN) - On the House Appropriations Subcommittee on Foreign Operations, where global AIDS funding is housed. She’s been a supporter of global AIDS funding the past, and can use her position on the subcommittee to push for more funding. She’s also on the Labor Health and Human Services subcommittee.
· Debbie Wasserman-Schultz (Pembroke Pines, FL – north of Miami) - On the House Appropriations Committee. She’s a potential champion, and can push her colleagues to include more funding for global AIDS, and introduce amendments to increase funding at the Committee level. She is not on any relevant subcommittees.
Administration

· President Obama – The President (obviously). He’s in charge of making sure everything works, and if he wants to push for something to happen, it’s likely to happen. On the campaign trail, he promised to dramatically increase funding for global AIDS. But his first two budgets have essentially flat-lined funding.
· Rahm Emmanuel – The President’s Chief of Staff, and the brother of Zeke Emmanuel (see below).
· Gayle Smith – A member of the National Security Council, and the point person in the White House for all things foreign aid. She has been antagonistic towards increased funding for global AIDS because she feels that PEPFAR should be folded under US Agency for International Development, and agency that’s known for it’s lack of coordination and effectiveness. 
· Zeke Emmanuel – The brother of the White House Chief of Staff, an advisor to the President, and a doctor who has put forward a belief that funding for global AIDS is not “cost-effective”, and that lifetime treatment for people with AIDS is simply too expensive. 
· Jack Lew – The Deputy Secretary of State for Management and Budget. He’s responsible for compiling State Department Agency budgets, and has sway over how much any particular agency gets.
· Secretary Clinton – As a candidate for President, she committed to dramatically increasing funding for global AIDS. She also understands the importance of PEPFAR, and has done some work inside the Administration to make sure it’s not gutted entirely. 
· Eric Goosby – The Global AIDS Ambassador and the former head of Pangaea Global AIDS Fund, a PEPFAR recipient. He’s the head of PEPFAR. Internally, he’s been an advocate for increased funding, but externally, he has towed the Administration line that it’s important to make PEPFAR more sustainable and country-driven (code words for shifting the cost of PEPFAR onto countries with already overstrained budgets).
· Jeff Crowley – The “AIDS Czar”, who’s official title is the Director of the White House Office of National AIDS Policy. Internally, he’s been an advocate for increased funding, but externally, he has towed the Administration line that it’s important to make PEPFAR more sustainable and country-driven (code words for shifting the cost of PEPFAR onto countries with already overstrained budgets). He has no direct control over PEPFAR, but he’s the person that the Administration refers people to when questions arise about PEPFAR funding.
