· All countries must do their fair share to address the global AIDS crisis, by contributing billions of dollars more to global AIDS programs
	· US support for 6 million people on treatment by 2013
· 15 million people on treatment by 2015
· Ensure universal access to HIV treatment for everyone who is clinically in need
· Access to healthcare for all
· Mandate in the Lantos-Hyde Act that no less than 50% of funds shall go to treatment and treatment-related services
· Stable housing for everyone, to make it possible for people to take medicine and live healthy lives.
	· An end to trade deals that put pharmaceutical profits before lives
· Elimination of new HIV infections from injection drug use and mother to child transmission.
· Cut TB infections among people living with HIV/AIDS by 50%
· Reduction of HIV infections via sex by 50%
· Evidence-based HIV prevention for everyone
